· To be active participants at meetings.

· To attend and actively participate in training. 
· To declare any conflict of interest. A conflict of interest occurs when a member’s personal or business interests affects their ability to act fairly in the interests of all Tenants, Shared Owners, and Resident Leaseholders. 
· To maintain confidentiality when necessary.
